(a) Bidders or their authorized representatives are entitled to be present on the date and
time of opening of Technical Bid - Cover “A”.

ANNULMENT OF AWARD, FORFEITURE OF SECURITY DEPOSIT & FRESH
AWARD

Failure of the successful bidder to comply with the requirements of signing of agreement and /
or submission of security deposit within the time schedule as stipulated above shall constitute
sufficient grounds for the annulment of the award and forfeiture of the bid security/EMD.
Under such a situation, the proposal may be reviewed for award of the contract on the next
lowest evaluated technically qualified bidder or go for a fresh bid depending on the
circumstance. In case it is decided to go for the next lowest bidder, negotiation may be
considered to bring down their price nearer to the originally evaluated lowest bid.

SUPPLY CONDITIONS

a. Specifications and Quality

b. Delivery Period

Unless otherwise specified, the items should be delivered at different district warehouses of
NRHM spread over 27 districts of Assam. The first lot comprising of 50% of the ordered
quantity should be delivered at various destinations within 30 days from date of purchase
order. The balance 50% should be delivered by 31/08/2013.

c. Penalty for Delayed Delivery

i In case there is delay in delivery beyond the stipulated period as mentioned in the
purchase order, there shall be reduction in price @ 0.5 per cent of the value of the
delayed goods per day of delay or part thereof subject to a maximum of 10 per cent of
the total order value

ii. Once the maximum price reduction is reached, termination of the contract may be
considered. Non-compliance of the contract provisions shall make the successful
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bidder liable to be disqualified to participate in any tender for the next 5 years, in
addition to forfeiture of Security Deposit and other penal actions.
